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Everything Jesus says is true. While prophesying of the coming
destruction of the temple, Jesus also warned of false teachers who would
claim to be Him. Just as Jesus says, the temple was destroyed in A.D. 70,
and many false messiahs have come and gone throughout world history.

All teaching must be tested against the Holy Scriptures (1 John 4:1). God’s
Word alone gives life because Jesus is true God and true man who died,
rose, ascended, will return and remains forever for us.

Since Holy Communion presupposes a “common unity” of faith and
doctrine among those who participate together in this Sacrament, we ask
that those who desire to commune with us be confirmed members of a
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod congregation. Those not able to come to
the chancel may speak to the pastor or an elder to commune in their pew.
