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As Isaiah prophesied about the coming exile, he reminded the people of
God what He accomplished for them by forming them to be His people.
Our Lord will not abandon us. Indeed, even today, we stand in the shadow
of the cross of Christ, which reminds us that He watches over us. God
Jormed us as His people and has forgiven our sins. The journey of life is
covered by Christ, the Savior of the world, who continues to be with us.

Since Holy Communion presupposes a “common unity” of faith and
doctrine among those who participate together in this Sacrament, we ask
that those who desire to commune with us be confirmed members of a
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod congregation. Those not able to come to
the chancel may speak to the pastor or an elder to commune in their pew.
If you have not previously communed here, please speak to the Pastor or
an elder. If you are not communing but would like to come to the chancel
for a blessing, please kneel or stand with your arms crossed over your
chest.
